ADVENTURE skill areas:
Adventure Campers travel with their cabinmates through a schedule of exciting Skill Areas. 
The following is a sample of what to expect:

Horseback Riding- Every camper gets the opportunity to mount up and take a ride.
Sports- Basketball, Volleyball, and Soccer will satisfy the energetic sports lover.
Archery- Campers master the bow and arrow with time at the archery range. 
Water Fun- Campers learn swimming skills while also enjoying the Water Slide and pool games.
Challenge Course- Cabins work together to overcome the challenge of our low ropes course.
Field Games- Croquet, Bocce Ball, Frisbee, Kickball and more.
Geocaching- Learn to use a GPS (global postioning system) in this outdoor treasure hunting game.
Canoeing- Campers get on the river to explore and perfect their strokes.
Climbing Wall- Scale to the top of our 4o ft. high climbing tower and ring the bell.
Fishing- Enjoy some time at the pond and don’t let that big one get away.
Wally Ball- This fun indoor game is like volley ball in a raquetball court.
Missions- Play games and create crafts from other countries.

Camp Options:
Adventure- This is our flagship program.  Campers rotate through skill areas each morning with their cabin mates.  
Each day holds a different schedule of skill areas (See Skill Areas below.)  Afternoons are spent at the pool, skate park, 
climbing wall, riflery range, playing games, or hanging out with friends at the Trading Post.  Bible Discovery hour and 
evening all-camp programs round out the day.  

Mini-Camp is a shorter version of Adventure Camp. 

Horselover / Cowboy- This is for campers who want to spend more time with horses and go further in their horse 
handling skills.  Mornings are spent at the stables learning to ride and take care of horses.  Afternoons and evenings 
are shared with Adventure campers.

Day- Campers enjoy Adventure Camp while spending their overnights at home.  
Monday through Friday. (8:00 AM - 5:30 PM Mon-Thur / 8:00 AM - 6:00 PM Friday)

Teen- Teen Camp holds all the activity and energy of Adventure Camp but is geared to teenagers.  Highlights are the 
all-camp games like Safari, the high ropes course, Karaoke night, a live worship band, and guest speaker.  Teen Camp-
ers can also choose optional horseback riding lessons and the High Challenge Course.

Surf- Teenage campers spend 4 days on the Outer Banks learning to surf.  Life guards are present and instruction fo-
cuses on beginners.  Campers also enjoy evening surf videos, group games, plus relevant Bible studies and discussions.

Adventure Retreat- An overnight camp experience for 8-12 year olds.  Campers get a sampling of some Triple-R 
favorites like canoeing, archery, the climbing wall, and horseback riding.  3 meals provided.

Family Retreat- Enjoy an overnight with the whole family while participating in many of Triple-R’s great activities 
together.  You will enjoy time around the campfire and we’ll cook and clean up for you!  3 meals provided.

Financial Policy
Your deposit is non-refundable.  If for whatever reason you must cancel a session, written notice must be sent to the 
office.  Week changes require a $15 (waived until April 15, 2010) processing fee accompanied by written notice. Notice 
for week changes or cancellations may be sent via fax at (757) 421-4179, or by email to summercamp@triplerranch.org.  
Week changes made within 14 days of your camp date will be considered a cancellation and no refund of camp fees will 
be given.  Triple-R’s refund policy allows for cancellation up to 30 days prior to  the start of the reserved camp session 
with no loss of funds except the non-refundable deposit.  In the 30 day period prior to the start of the camp session, 
refunds are not available.
